3. Hence, he is also known as the ‘Missile Man of India’. He strongly believed that India can progress
remarkably if there is more development in science and technology. He loved to interact with children
and youngsters.
His outstanding contribution won him the Padma Bhushan in 1981, Padma Vibhushan in 1990 and
Bharat Rathna in 1997. He has written many books like Future India 2020, Wings of Fire, Ignited
Minds, Indomitable Spirit and so on.
4. Even as the President of India, he took avid interest in science and technology. He was the visiting
faculty at IM-Ahmedabad. He had also put forward a project plan for establishing bio-implants. He
was also the Paryavaran Ambassador of India and continued to work for the benefit of his countrymen.
